COURSE DESCRIPTION: First semester graduate algebra. Some of the topics covered in the first semester
will be groups and the structure of groups (through various points of view), Sylow Theorems, group actions, free
groups and free products, elementary ring theory, factorization, polynomials and power series, and time permitting,
some module theory.

GOALS: To impart an appreciation of abstract algebra from both an applied and pure point of view as well as
to help the students gain competence with this essential tool of mathematics.

TEXTBOOK: The primary text will be Hungerford’s “Algebra”. Other good references for this course are “Basic
Algebra” (Volumes I and II) by Jacobson, “Topics in Algebra” by Herstein, “Commutative Rings” by Kaplansky,
and “Theory of Groups” by Hall.

HOMEWORK: Homework will be collected (approximately) weekly. Your homework average will be 50% of
your grade.

EXAMS: There will be two midterms (together comprising 25% of your grade) and a final exam worth 25% of
your grade.
